This ex-PBA N139PB, c/n 2239, is now used by Alexander Aeroplane Company of Griffin,
Georgia. This ship was purchased by the company's president, Ron Alexander, a Boeing
767 captain with Delta, in 1990 while it was in storage. As each previous owner's paint
scheme was uncovered with paint stripper, an unique history of the ship was uncovered.
When the final layer of paint was gone there was a surprise: thousands of rusted rivels.

The company replaced every corroded part with stainless steel parls. This DC-3 appears
at air shows and is used as a pilotl training aircrafi.

The all-time High Timer PBA's N136PB, ¢/n 1997, started out on October 27, 1937 as ship
“341° with Eastern Airlines as a DC-3-G2-201, N18121. It wenlt through the USAAF on June 8,
1942 as a C-49G, Reg. 42-56631, and back to Eastern near the end of the war on July 22,
1944 wilh ils old "N" number. It remained with Eastern Air- lines until Trans Texas Airways
bought it on October 31, 1968. It went then to Naples Airlines {(dba Provencetown Boslon
Airlines) in 1974 and by January 23, 1976, il had logged 81,260 hours. In December 1978,
Provencetown Boston Airlines registered il as N136PB. The ship had 82,873 hours and had

flown the equivalent of 12,438,735 miles. The last reported time was 91,400.02 in August 1993.

PBA N31PB was an American Airlines Flagship "Nashyille® delivered in Mar 1940 as c¢/n 2201,
NC21797. It was sold to Trans Texas in July 1947 as a DC-3A. It went to Altex Outdoor Clubs
in July 1968 and then on to GAC Leasing Co of Texas, and Sports Intl Inc, Grapevine, TX In
April 1970. Provincetown Boston AJL Inc, of Boston, MA purchased it in July 1973 as -- N31PB.
It was sold to Sekman Avn, Miami, FL, in May 1986 and its registration was canceled on 04
May 1987. It was then sold to Yenezuela as YV-440C.

Through-out its career it served
various airlines. PBA bought it on June 13, 1968.

United Airlines "Mainliner State of Ohio®" DST-A, NC18106, built in July 1937. It went into World
Wwar ll as a C-48B, USAAF #42-56100, assigned to General Mitchell. In June 1944 it returned to
United Airlines as their "Mainliner San Diego,” with its original *"N®" number. It remained with
United Airlines until September 1953, when Trans Texas Airways purchased it and registered it
N18105. It then went to Tradewinds Aeromotive {(also in Texas) in October 1969, and through a
series of smaller airlines until it was put in storage in Pontiac, Michigan in 1978. Naples/PBA
Airlines purchased the aircraft in January 1979 and registered it NA3PB. When PBA closed down
in late 1988, it went for a short time to Eastern Air Express, a subsidiary of Eastern Airlines.
When Eastern Airlines shut down, this aircraft went off the U.S. FAA registration list.
